Refunds
There are no refunds, credit or make-up classes/music lessons for any classes/lessons missed or cancelled by the 
student. There are no refunds, credit or make-up classes/music lessons for classes/lessons cancelled due to 
weather, blackout, civic emergencies (e.g. COVID), etc. Credit may be held for one year at the discretion of the 
Director. 

Costumes/Outfits for Dance and Musical Theatre Student Showcases in June 2024
Permission is required by parents to be in the show.
Costumes/outfits are in addition to class fees and are due by November 1st, 2023. 
Each costume/outfit costs between $75 and $125 + HST and are owned by the student. 
The studio purchases, or has costumes made, on behalf of students. 
Tickets, dance shoes, tights and accessories are extra and are the student’s responsibility. 
No refunds on costumes or tickets.

Vehicle and Parking Rules for Insurance & Safety Purposes
Drop off / Pick up and Parking - SAFETY FIRST! **DRIVERS - DO NOT LEAVE YOUR CAR AT DROP OFF OR PICK UP**
Traffic in front of Studio is ONE WAY: Enter from EAST driveway (at Restaurant), exit from WEST driveway (at traffic 
light). 
The studio requests that you park in our parking lot and walk to the Studio door to pick up and drop off students. 
If picking up or dropping off from your vehicle, as part of the Studio PAVAS Insurance Policy, Drivers MUST stay in 
their vehicle when using the drop off and pick up area. Drivers, please DO NOT leave your vehicles, students will 
come to you.  

Studio Arrival / Departure and Lobby Guidelines
Registered students may arrive 10 minutes before the class or lesson begins and be picked up when the class ends. 
Please do not bring extra children to the studio and/or leave children without adult supervision.
Only registered students may attend classes or wait in the lobby.

If the class has one or two students, after two weeks then the class and student(s) may be transferred to another 
day or time unless it is a scheduled private or semi-private lesson with private or semi-private lesson fees. For 3 and 
4 students, the class is 45 minutes. For 5 or more students, the class is 60 minutes. Average class size is 12 
students. All class sizes, schedules, instructors, time, day, fees and duration may change depending on enrolment 
and/or at the Director's discretion.  11
